
 
 

 
One remarkable thing about the IA2 monumental gatew ay 
is the level of preservation of the E tower foundat ion [1], 
which still stands to its final leveling-course bef ore the 
mudbrick superstructure was applied.  
 

Looking S across the E tower foundation of the IA2 gate-
way. The entryway is to the far right (out of the p hoto). 

The IA2 city wall [1] connects to the E tower of th e gateway 
[2]. The gate pier [3] is short, and the gate chamb ers do not 
open to the entryway, at least not at the foundatio n level. 
One chamber [4] is just visible. Also visible are: a curtain 
wall [5] narrowing the entrance; a stepped, cobble street 
[6]; and the main passageway [7] with tumbled bould ers in 
situ .

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Features of the IA2 monumental gateway visible in t his 
photo are: the NW corner of the E tower [1]; the le ft gate 
pier [2]; the city wall [3]; the entry curtain wall  [4]; the 
stepped, cobbled entry street [5]. 
 

Prior to the building of the first phase [1] of the  Iron Age 2 
gate system (ca.1000 BCE), the area had been covere d by 
what appears to be a cobbled plaza [2] that might b e 
associated with a late IA1 (or slightly earlier) ga teway. 
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
