
 
 

 
This is the first gateway excavated in the EBA city  wall sys-
tem at Tall el-Hammam. Surface-visible features giv e evi-
dence of several others. The width of the gate pass age 
between the facing walls [1 and 2] is approximately  1.4m. 
The original walking surface [3] is visible. The ex terior en-
trance was blocked [4] during the IBA or MB1, likel y the 
former. The Intermediate Bronze Age was a time of h eigh-
tened socio-cultural disruption, making it logical that 
access through the city defenses would have been mo re 
restricted than in the previous periods. The MB2 ci ty wall is 
visible in the foreground [5].
